• Mentally ill students (e.g. anxiety disorders or depression, 

AD(H)S)

• Students with dyslexia and dyscalculia

→ If you have been ill for longer than 6 months, you can receive 

compensation for disadvantages during examinations

Examples of measures to compensate for 
disadvantages

• Extension of the processing time 

• Possibility to interrupt exams with breaks that do not count 

towards the completion time

• Possibility of co-determination with regard to date, location, 

supervisor (e.g. specific gender)

     separate room 

• Extension of deadlines for the 

     Course of study

• Approval of aids, e.g. assistive technology
